Annual Assembly of Mickleton Parish meeting 2007

The Annual Assembly of the Parish Meeting was held in King George’s Hall, Mickleton on Wednesday, 26th March, 2008.

8 Local Government electors were present at the meeting

Councillor M. Gittins, Chairman of the Parish Council, welcomed everyone and proceeded to Chair the meeting.  The minutes were taken by the Clerk of Mickleton Parish Council, Mrs. A. Cox

Apologies: There were no apologies

Minutes: The minutes of the 2007 Annual Assembly were read, unanimously accepted by those present, and signed by the Chairman as a true and accurate record.

Chairman’s Report:  The Chairman gave his report – copy attached - and informed the meeting that copies will be distributed to all households, with the help of fellow Councillors.

District Councillor’s Report – District Councillors Stowe and Jepson gave the report of Cotswold District Council and this is included with the attached Chairman’s Report and will also be distributed to all households.

Following invitations for questions, continued concern was voiced about parking problems in the village and confirmation was given that the District Council would not be imposing new parking restrictions and no new yellow lines would be installed.

There was no specific provision following the cost for the green wheelie bins.

The black bins are electronically chipped in order to prove that the bin has been emptied.

Hard copies of planning applications can be obtained by those who do not have facilities to pick these up electronically.

Problem parking at the school is a police and school issue.

The school light causing light pollution problems should be taken up with the Governors.

Certificates will be issued to residents who have paid to have the green garden waste bins emptied

County Councillor’s Report:  County Councillor Girling gave the report of the County Council and this is also included with the attached Chairman’s Report and will be distributed to all households.

County Councillor Girling confirmed that surveys carried out by Gloucestershire County Council consist of 1,100 carried out by telephone and the remainder are self-selecting.  3,000 people had been surveyed in connection with the increase in the County Council council tax increase.

Following cable work in Norton View the road has not been cleaned.  Work carried out in Pound Lane, Arbour Close, and the High Street by Morrisons have been left in a mess.

Charities Accounts:  Accounts were presented for Nanny Millard, Rose Cottage, and Mickleton Poor’s Land, and copies are attached.
