Minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday, 27th July, 2011


The minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday, 27th July, 2011 were read and proposed by Councillor Thompson, seconded by Councillor Stowe, and unanimously agreed as being a true and accurate record, accepted and signed by the Chairman, Councillor Franklin.

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes
a)
The result of the Health and Safety Committee regarding the parking problems at the school will be reported at the October Police Committee meeting.
b) Following advice to contact the Environmental Health Officer regarding the problems in clearing the derelict greenhouses in Canada Lane, a response was made within 2 days and Mr. R. Coldicott advised what he should and could do.  Police had also been called to the site and Mr. Coldicott was asked to move back away from the public footpath.  The clearing has disturbed rats which have entered into one of the properties in Nursery Close.  Concern was also voiced about problems which could occur in disposing of the rubbish now bonfires were not permitted,  The Chairman advised that locals monitor the situation and report any problems to the Environmental Health Officer,  Councillor Morecroft suggested that an invitation be extended to Mr. Coldicott to attend a Parish Council and explain the future plans for the land.  The Clerk will write to Mr. Coldicott asking for his response, either directly at a Parish Council meeting or in writing.
