Reports from Committees/Representatives/Working Parties

a)
Junior Playing Field - The Chairman, Councillor Gittins, stated that the comprehensive scheme drawn-up by members of the Youth Club may attract considerable opposition from residents in the area.  Detailed discussion took place, in which parishioners were permitted to give their opinions, comments and observations, and it was agreed that this item be placed on the Agenda of the next meeting for further discussion.  Councillors will report back to the next meeting the form they feel the improvements should take and what new equipment is needed.  It was generally thought that a modest improvement of younger/toddler equipment was the way forward.  The meeting understands that the equipment in the Junior Playing Field is for the use of under 14 year olds.  Councillor Franklin pointed out that the recent Village Appraisal recorded 35 in favour of improvements in the Junior Playing Field with 57 against.
It was generally felt that the equipment for older children would best be sited on the Senior Playing Field as this area is currently under-used.  The Village Appraisal recorded 81 opinions that the Senior Playing Field is not fully utilised against 18 that it is.  The Trustees will be contacted to ask for their comments and invited to attend the next month’s meeting to discuss this further.
Councillor Franklin will look into how to create a By Law banning alcohol from the Junior Playing Field.  Cotswold District Council Community Safety, Crime and Disorder, will be contacted regarding the loan of a CCTV camera.

b)
Youth Club - A meeting with Young Gloucestershire has been set-up for 7th March when further information will be available.  Cotswold District Council still has £50,000.00 for youth to be divided equally between ward members who will decide where the money is allocated.
