2.
Election of Vice Chairman and other vacant officer positions and co-option of Parish Councillors


Election of Vice-Chairman:  Councillor Franklin proposed that Councillor Gittins be elected as Vice Chairman, seconded by Councillor Garton; Councillor Trainor proposed Councillor David Lewis; there was no seconder for this proposal.  A vote for Councillor Gittins recorded 6 in favour and 1 abstention; Councillor Gittins was, therefore, appointed Vice-Chairman.

Councillor Franklin reiterated the importance of letting the Clerk know when Councillors will be away for more than three days; this is of particular importance with plans circulated to the Planning Sub-committee as there is a time limit for comments to be made to Cotswold District Council.  The circulation file should be passed on within three days maximum, if time does not permit then Councillors should add their name to the re-circulation list.

Councillor Franklin pointed out that the deeds of the Senior Playing Field state “provision of a playing field for recreation and sports ground.  This information will be passed on to the Chairman of the Senior Playing Field.  Councillor Vick requested that the Clerk also ask if there is a committee with meetings, as he had not been informed of any.

Pavements, Footpaths and Roads



The owners of The Barn will be asked to cut back the overgrowth obstructing the footpath opposite the Plantation.


Tudor House will be asked to remove the overgrowth of vegetation obstructing the footpath in Back Lane.



The Three Ways House Hotel will be reminded to remove the overgrown ivy obstructing the school alley footpath.



Gloucestershire County Council will be asked to inspect the whole of Back Lane as holes are appearing on the road surface, a particular danger point being by the speed ramp by the Thatched Cottage.



A request will be made for a new “Ballards Close” street sign.

Maintenance of Grounds


The contractors have not completed or carried out satisfactorily the work detailed in the Schedule.  Following a further meeting on 14th June, 2011, they have been warned that if all the work is not completed to a satisfactory standard by the July Parish Council meeting the contract will be ended.  Councillors Franklin and Gittins will continue to progress this, but in the meantime will contact Gardens By Design to discuss the situation.

Reports from Committees/Representative/Working Parties



Community Activities Working Party – Councillor Franklin reported that despite poor weather, the Mickleton in Bloom Street Market had been a success and requests for a Christmas Market were made.


Diamond Jubilee 2012 Committee – two meetings have already taken place and the next will be held in the Joseph Webb Hall on the 10th August.  Ideas for fund raising are needed.  It is intended that this will be a two day celebration using both the Junior Playing Field and Baylis’s meadow, and the Senior Playing Field.


Police Community meeting – investigation is still ongoing concerning the school parking problems.  Application has been made to the Health and Safety Committee to carry out a risk assessment concerning the use of the car park on the school premises.

Correspondence

Reverend Ros Murphy – apologising for the confusion over the rental of the Joseph Webb Hall booked for the last Parish Council meeting.  Following on from this, it was suggested at the last meeting that consideration be given to either using the King George’s Hall Coffee Shop, at a cost of £8.00 per hour or the Joseph Webb Hall at a cost of £10.00 per meeting.  Councillors were asked to consider these proposals for discussion at next month’s meeting.
Stansgate Planning LLP – requesting confirmation of the results of the Village Appraisal regarding housing – Councillor Franklin will reply to this.

Chris Cowcher, GRCC – requesting details of village projects to compile a profile for each Gloucestershire village.  Councillor Franklin will reply to this.
Mickleton Youth Club – requesting use of the Junior Playing Field for a Fun Day to be held on 31st August.  Verbal permission was given to Mr, Barry Metcalfe.

Any Other Business 

Councillor Garton will investigate registering the Junior Playing Field land.

Councillor Vick confirmed that the Queen’s Jubilee committee was a completely stand alone committee.

Councillor Kibblewhite was concerned with the lack of numbers of Parish Councillors.  It was explained that this was following the recent election and had not been a problem in the past.  This Parish Council has never cancelled a meeting due to the inability to reach a quorum.  Vacancies have been widely advertised, and included in the Chairman’s report distributed to every property in the village.
