Matters Arising from the Minutes

a)
Sand and bags have been delivered to Stowe’s Nurseries and Councillor Gittins proposed a vote of thanks to Councillor David Stowe.

b)
The mini island, the zebra crossing, and the condition of Broad Marston Lane have been reported twice to Highways, these will be followed up with a telephone call.

c)
Barratts will be contacted again asking them to inspect the damage caused to the verges in Broad Marston Lane.

d)
No further progress has been made regarding the electrical power supply on the Plantation.

Grants have been requested for the repairs to the bus shelter roof.

The cost of setting up a website is between £200.00 and £3,000.00.  This item will be placed on the Agenda of the next meeting in order that a decision can be made.

Maintenance of Grounds

Reports from Sub-committees/Representatives

Mickleton in Bloom – Councillor Franklin gave the report stating that at a meeting, on 18th March, of all village clubs taking part in the village exhibition a vote was taken on the village emblem which resulted in 50 in favour and 1 against.  It is suggested that a competition, similar to the one for the “Hedgehog” community bus was the way forward.  21st April is the judging date for the Calor Village of the Year England competition.  The Parish Council will be included in the display which will be manned by Anne Sansone and the Clerk.  The exhibition will be open from 6 until 9 for villagers.  The Mickleton in Bloom clean-ups have already started and it was requested that the Cotswold District Council clean-up be during the last week of April, prior to the Bledisloe Cup judging; Councillor M. Stowe will arrange for all Councillors to be allocated an area of responsibility..

Wednesday Club – offering a replacement tree for their rowan which was at the Church and has died.
